	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a grade II listed mid-19th century semi-detached villa, situated within the Eton Conservation Area.  It is a two-storey property, raised on a basement with an attic storey behind a pedimented frontage.  The entire property is faced in stucco, which is a characteristic of all the houses in the street, which in turn are painted different colours.

This application seeks retrospective listed building consent for the repainting of the elevations in a shade of grey.  Previously the elevations were painted a light shade of green.  The new paint scheme uses the shade Grey Velvet from Dulux LRV45, which is a Weathershield External Masonry paint.  It fits in well with its context, a row of houses with stucco painted in various mid- to light- shades of pastel tones.

As such, the works as implemented are considered to cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building, nor to the character and appearance of the conservation area. 

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. Eton CAAC was consulted and raised no objection on 6 November 2021.  The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
