PROPERTY
The property is a Victorian  house that has been converted in to flats and is set on a corner site on Belsize Park Gardens and Belsize Grove

The site has a boundary wall surrounding the site and which extends along both Belsize Park Gardens and Belsize Grove. At the junction of these roads, on the street pavement, is a public seating bench.
1.2
REASON FOR PROPOSED ALTERATIONS TO BOUNDARY WALL (& HAZARD)

The public bench on the pavement is often used as a meeting place by members of the public. People 
will often throw their bottles, rubbish and even syringes over the garden wall behind the bench and this 
causes a nuisance and a health hazard to the owners of the property. A photograph of current rubbish 
forms part of this application.  In addition, members of the public even climb through the boundary hedge 
by using the bench as their access platform and this breaches the security afforded by the boundary 
hedge.


To overcome this nuisance/hazard, it is proposed to raise the boundary wall section around the bench to 
a height that makes it less likely that rubbish will be thrown over it and making access more difficult.

Garden walls vary in height around the locality and raising the section at the junction of the two roads 
will not adversely affect the general appearance, especially with the wall being terraced in line with 
camber of the public pavement.
