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2.1 Site Location

Location

20 Bedford Way is located in the London Borough of Camden, 
within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area ‘University of London/
British Museum’. 20 Bedford Way forms part of a much larger 
grade II* listed building. The full Lasdun building (17-26 Bedford 
Way) takes up the length of the urban block, comprising of 5 
cores, between Tavistock Square to the north and Russell Square to 
the south. The central three cores, 20 Bedford Way, are occupied 
by UCL Institute of Education. The northern core, 26 Bedford 
Way, is occupied by the University College of London Psychology 
and Language Sciences. The southern core, 17 Russell Square, is 
occupied by the Centre for Advanced Legal Studies, part of the 
University of London (UoL).
