	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The proposals comprise two DDA-compliant sets of lift works within the main entrance hall, intended to improve inclusive access within the library building:-

- The installation of a new platform lift adjacent to the main stairs within the entrance hall linking the ground floor to the upper-ground floor.

- The enlargement of the existing lift car and landings of lift L6 linking the ground floor and lower-ground floor at the rear of the entrance hall on the east side.

The site is a grade I listed building, completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s.  The areas affected by the proposals are publically accessible areas of the building which are considered to be of historic and architectural significance.

The proposed lift works have been sensitively designed so as to minimise their visual impact. Architectural components, materials and finishes have been specified to match the existing, and the loss of historic fabric for access purposes has been kept to a minimum.  Where possible, the works are of a reversible nature and do not involve the removal of significant features of historic or architectural interest.  

The proposed works will have limited impact, whilst providing well-needed level access which is a recognised public benefit.  As such, they will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building.

The site's planning history has been taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Consultation was undertaken by placement of a press advertisement and a site notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted and authorised the Council on 15 February 2022 to determine the application in accordance with national and local guidance using its own conservation expertise, stating, "Historic England is pleased to have been involved in pre-application discussions about these proposals as part of our general liaison meetings with the British Library.  We consider the proposed lift to be well designed and to sit comfortably into the context of the surrounding architecture". The letter was authorised by the Secretary of State on 15 March 2022. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.

	You are advised that any works of alterations or upgrading not included on the approved drawings which are required to satisfy Building Regulations or Fire Certification may require a further application for listed building consent.

	Your proposals may be subject to control under the Building Regulations and/or the London Buildings Acts that cover aspects including fire and emergency escape, access and facilities for people with disabilities and sound insulation between dwellings.
