	Reason for granting approval-

Planning permission was granted on 9/12/2021 under reference number 2021/4453/P for 'Addition of two rooflights to the front roof slope and two rooflights to the rear roof slope.' 

The proposed amendment is for the addition of 1 rooflight to the side roof slope on the south western facing slope of the roof.  It is considered to be non-material amendment that would not have any effects on the amenity of the occupiers of neighbouring properties in terms of light, outlook, privacy or light pollution.  Due to the siting, position and appearance of the rooflight, there would be no overlooking or overshadowing or over-enclosing effects at any neighbouring properties.  

Given the location and appropriate design of the rooflight (conservation style), the proposed addition would not be considered to affect the character and appearance of the host building, conservation area or street.  

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving or enhancing the character or appearance of the Conservation Area, under s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act 2013. 

The other elements of the proposal would remain as granted under the previous permission. The full impact of the proposed development has already been assessed by virtue of the previous approval. In the context of the permitted scheme, it is considered that the amendment would not have any material effect on the approved development in terms of appearance and neighbour impact. It is considered that the addition is relatively minor in the context of the approved scheme and can therefore be regarded as a non material variation of the approved scheme.
