	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade II* listed Horse Hospital building originating from 1882-83, which is situated in Stables Market within the Regent's Canal Conservation Area.

This application seeks approval for the installation of a ventilation grille for an internal flueless stove in the south elevation of Unit 88.  It is proposed to install the grille at low level in the brick apron below the ground-floor window which fronts onto the North Yard.  The brickwork is a modern reinstatement which was undertaken as part of the restoration of the Horse Hospital, which formerly was on the Historic England Heritage at Risk Register. The grille will be a heritage-style metal design.  Both the aperture in the brickwork and the grille itself will be modest in size.

The proposed works involve minimal loss of historic fabric and will have limited visual impact, thereby causing no harm to the special interest of the grade II* listed building and the wider setting of the conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received. The Regent's Canal Conservation Area Advisory Committee was consulted, but chose not to respond.  Historic England was consulted, whereby a response was issued on 24 March 2022 (and authorised by the Secretary of State on 24 March 2022, directing the London Borough of Camden to determine this application as seen fit. 

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
