	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

Listed building consent is sought for the erection of temporary scaffolding across residential properties at Nos 2-16, 22-34 & 36 (even) Park Village East, which are eligible for noise mitigation measures during the construction of the HS2 railway.  Consent is also sought for remedial works following the dismantling of the scaffolding.  The scaffolding is required to provide safe access for the installation of external grilles in front facades where mechanical ventilation has already been granted listed building consent.

The application covers all listed properties in Park Village East which are eligible for the HS2 Noise Insulation offer.  All properties are grade II* listed buildings situated in the Regent's Park Conservation Area.  Scaffolding will only be erected at properties where the owner has accepted the HS2 offer and listed building consent has been granted for the grilles required to assist the noise mitigation measures.  As residents and owners have the duration of the HS2 construction works to accept the noise insulation offer, this application also includes any properties where the offer may be taken up in the future.

Most specifically, the proposed works which affect the special interest of the listed buildings constitute the fixing of scaffolding ties to their historic loadbearing stuccoed brick envelope, together with the works of making good following their removal.  On removal of the ties, any damaged bricks will be repaired or replaced using reclaimed London stock brick to match the existing, and rendered to match the existing stucco finish.  Mortar and stucco repairs and works of making good will employ materials to match the originals and techniques to match adjacent work.  Satisfactory details of all new materials and finishes have been submitted as part of this application.

The proposed works are reversible in nature, and will cause no harm to the special interest of the listed buildings and the conservation area.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received. Regent's Park CAAC was consulted and responded on 7 March 2022, objecting to the drilling of holes in the stucco of each property to anchor the scaffolding, and subsequently their filling in after the scaffolding has been removed which poses health and safety issues, and leads to the question why cannot the grilles be installed using safe and less damaging means?  In response to these concerns, this approval contains an informative advising the applicant wherever possible to employ safe and non-invasive methods of installing the grilles to the properties which avoid the need for the fixing of scaffolding to the building envelope.

The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.

	Nothwithstanding this consent, you are advised wherever possible to employ safe and non-invasive methods of installing the grilles to the affected properties which avoid the need for the fixing of scaffolding to the building envelope.

	You are advised that any works of alterations or upgrading not included on the approved drawings which are required to satisfy Building Regulations or Fire Certification may require a further application for listed building consent.



	4 
	This approval does not authorise the use of the public highway.  Any requirement to use the public highway, such as for hoardings, temporary road closures and suspension of parking bays, will be subject to approval of relevant licence from the Council's Streetworks Authorisations & Compliance Team, 5 Pancras Square c/o Town Hall, Judd Street London WC1H 9JE (Tel. No 020 7974 4444). Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works. Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.

	Your proposals may be subject to control under the Building Regulations and/or the London Buildings Acts that cover aspects including fire and emergency escape, access and facilities for people with disabilities and sound insulation between dwellings. You are advised to consult the Council's Building Control Service, Camden Town Hall, Judd St, Kings Cross, London NW1 2QS (tel: 020-7974 6941).

You must secure the approval of the Council's Noise and Licensing Enforcement Team prior to undertaking such activities outside these hours.
