	Reasons for granting approval of details (listed building):

The application site is the grade II listed Cock Tavern, which is a purpose-built public house situated at ground and first floors within a grade II listed three-storey early 20th neo-Georgian building located on the north-east corner of Phoenix Road and Chalton Street.

This approval of details application is pursuant to listed building consent ref 2019/1481/L granted on 02/09/2019 which approved internal and external changes to the building.  The application seeks to clear condition 4 (a) (details of stair lobbies ground and first floors for escape staircase to function room) and condition 4 (b) (details of facing materials for means of escape lobbies and doors) which require approval in writing by the Council before the relevant part of the work is begun.

The submitted details are considered to be consistent with the design principles of the approved scheme, which agreed a new staircase enclosure for means-of-escape purposes from the first-floor function room exiting via the main ground floor of the pub, plus a first-floor means-of-escape exiting at the rear of the property.  The details are also in keeping with the historic character of the building, as well as compliant with current building regulations.

As such, this approval of details submission demonstrates that no harm is caused to the special interest of the listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
