	Reasons for granting listed building consent (retrospective):

The application site is Paul's House, made up of three adjoining grade II listed early 19th century townhouses, situated in a terrace on the east side of Huntley Street within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  Comprising three storeys plus attics and basements, the properties were restored and adapted in recent years to provide overnight accommodation for the families of child cancer patients at UCLH and GOSH.

This application retrospectively seeks approval for the formation of openings in the front and rear elevation brickwork to provide a weir detail directing rainwater through lead sleeves running from the parapet gutters to the rainwater hopper head.  The installation was carried out pursuant to works approved under listed building consent ref 2018/5831/L.

The installations on both elevations have minimal visual impact both in terms of the host buildings and their surrounding context.  There is also minimal disturbance to historic fabric and the works are seen to be a practical way to channel rainwater away from the buildings.

As such, the works cause no harm to the special interest of the listed buildings or to the conservation area context.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no consultation responses were received.  Bloomsbury CAAC was consulted but chose not to respond.  The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
