	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The proposals comprise the installation of two non-illuminated community noticeboards to the existing railings on the Ossulston Street site boundary.

The site is a grade I listed library building of national importance, completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s.  The area affected by the proposals is a section of the main site boundary on its western side, which is considered to be of historic and architectural significance.

The community noticeboards, or poster boxes, will be located at the southern end of the existing Ossulston Street railings, below the main building. The noticeboards will display notices of events which will be of particular interest to the local Somers Town community and beyond. This will be an important part of the British Library's inclusive community engagement programme.

The design, construction and finishes of the proposed noticeboards will be similar to those already approved and constructed elsewhere on the library site, including those facing onto Euston Road.  The poster boxes will measure 980 mm wide, 830 mm high and 65 mm deep, and will be fabricated from polyester powder-coated aluminium in matt black RAL 9005, with toughened glass side-hinged lockable fronts.  The boxes will be attached to the railings in a reversible fashion using powder-coated galvanized steel brackets requiring no drilling or welding.

The proposed works will be of benefit to the local community, whilst being of a reversible nature with limited visual and physical impact. As such, no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade I listed building, nor to its setting within the public realm.

Consultation was undertaken by placement of a press advertisement and a site notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted and authorised the Council on 8 July 2022 to determine the application in accordance with national and local guidance using its own conservation expertise (the letter was authorised by the Secretary of State on 12 July 2022). The site's planning history was taken into account in reaching this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
