	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a grade I listed single family dwelling with an attached mews house situated in the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The main house forms part of the late 18th century Bedford Square development, which was developed by John Russell, the fourth Duke of Bedford.  The house comprises three floors raised on a basement with a mansard attic storey.  It is the westernmost property on the south side of Bedford Square, flanking onto Adeline Place.  The attached three-storey mews house to the south is a curtilage structure, comprising a 1980s building constructed from a light brick behind a late 19th century red brick and Portland stone facade which looks onto Bedford Avenue and Adeline Place.

This application seeks listed building consent for the cleaning and repointing of brickwork to the front and side facades of the mews house, together with repair works to damaged brickwork and stone detailing.

All necessary areas of brickwork and stonework will be carefully cleaned by means of Thermotech super-heated high-pressure water cleaning and TORC medium pressure wet abrasive cleaning systems using cold water and a fine abrasive inert powder. All affected surfaces will be protected by sealed heavy duty polythene and all windows and door will be taped shut to avoid water penetration. 

The Portland stone to be repaired will be ground back to a sound base, with mouldings made to create new profiles in a stone workshop to match the existing. The new stone will be attached using a 2-part marmolite epoxy resin adhesive, with the insertion of stainless steel pins and dowels for larger repairs. All defective brickwork will be carefully cut out using a hammer, chisel and small breaker. New bricks to match the existing in terms of colour and texture will be installed with lime mortar joints. 

The proposed cleaning and repair works employ methods already used on neighbouring properties in Bedford Square and Bedford Avenue, and are considered to be non-invasive and sensitive to historic fabric.  The works will improve the condition and appearance of the existing building envelope, blending it with adjacent properties.  As such, no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade I listed building, nor to the character and appearance of the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, but no responses were received. Bloomsbury CAAC was consulted, and responded on 25 July 2022, raising no objection.  The Bloomsbury Association was consulted and responded on 30 June 2022, raising no objection.  Historic England was consulted and responded by a letter dated 11 July 2022 (stamped by the Secretary of State on 23 August 2022), authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit. 

The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
