	Reasons for granting approval:

This application has been submitted by HS2 Ltd under Schedule 18 of the High Speed Rail (London to West Midlands) Act 2017.  It seeks approval from the London Borough of Camden of the Heritage Agreement Method Statement for the temporary installation of monitoring equipment to the exterior of two grade II listed lodges in Euston Square Gardens, for protection purposes during construction of HS2 railway.

The two designated heritage assets affected by this application are the East and West Lodges, which date from 1870 and form part of the Euston Station scheme by JB Stansby, the London and North Western Railway company engineer. As part of the alterations, Stansby sought to create a new entrance on Euston Road that would emphasise the original station entrance and respond to the scale and appearance of neighbouring buildings. The lodges have symmetrical elevations and the names of destinations served by the railway line are inscribed at high level. The buildings remain largely unchanged and are a distinctive landmark on Euston Road.

Nearby construction work is expected to have a slight impact on the two lodges in terms of additional building and ground movement. Monitoring work is one method of protecting the listed buildings and of ensuring compliance with predicted building settlement. Three-dimensional survey and monitoring will be carried out on a regular basis to confirm the level and position of the building facades in relation to the baseline. The survey frequency will change throughout the project duration depending on the nature of construction work carried out at the time and assessment of monitoring data; survey frequency typically ranges from daily, weekly, monthly to three monthly intervals.

The proposed installation of external monitoring apparatus to the facades of the two lodges in each cases will consist of six survey targets to all four elevations comprising levelling sockets and L-bar prisms.  Fixing will involve an 8 to 12mm diameter hole drilled to a maximum depth of 50mm into existing joints or areas of previous repair where possible, with an expansion sleeve or nylon plug. Stainless steel screws and washers are to be used to prevent the staining of the stonework.

It is considered that in scope and content the submitted Heritage Agreement Method Statement demonstrates that methodologies will be used for the temporary installation of monitoring equipment which will be sensitive to the historic fabric of the East and West Lodges.  As such, the proposed works will cause no harm to the special interest of the two grade II listed buildings.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. Historic England was consulted and responded on 9 September 2022 in support of the proposals, but with the preferred option being the reuse of areas of external stonework that have been used in the past provided there is no detrimental impact on the monitoring process. The site's planning history was taken into account when arriving at this decision.

This application sufficiently meets the requirements of Part 2.2 of Schedule 18 (Work to Listed Buildings) of the High Speed Rail (London to West Midlands) Act 2017 to warrant approval by the London Borough of Camden.
