	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a grade II listed terraced townhouse located in the Bloomsbury Conservation Area, comprising one of four brick-built four-storey houses raised on basements houses dating from c1800.  The property was converted into five flats in the 1970s.

Approval is sought for the provision of 30 minute fire compartmentation between the residential and communal areas of the listed building plus strengthening works to the communal means-of-escape staircase, in accordance with London Fire Brigade requirements.

An enforcement notice has recently been served on the property by London Fire Brigade, as there is inadequate fire compartmentation between the individual flats and the communal means of escape staircase.  In order to achieve sufficient fire-proofing, the proposed works comprise the removal of the existing non-original plastered finishes from the staircase and landing partitions to allow for the installation of two layers of fire-board with a skim coat of plaster to match the existing thicknesses, with minimal impact on existing joinery. The proposed works also involve strengthening works to the staircase, including the installation of steel supports which will be boxed in with fireboard to form a bulkhead which will not affect its overall form or general appearance.

The proposed works are seen as necessary to ensure the safety of the building's occupiers as well as to structurally stabilise the main staircase. As such, the works will cause no harm to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application as the works are of an internal nature only affecting a grade II listed building. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
