	The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the following approved plans: 

Reason: In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the building in accordance with the requirements of policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017.



	2
	The works hereby permitted shall be begun not later than the end of three years from the date of this consent.

Reason: In order to comply with the provisions of Section 18 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990.



	3
	All new work and work of making good shall be carried out to match the existing adjacent work as closely as possible in materials and detailed execution. 

Reason: In order to safeguard the special architectural and historic interest of the building in accordance with the requirements of policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017.



	4
	On removal of the scaffolding, all existing bricks impacted by resin ties shall be replaced by reclaimed London stock bricks to the colour and texture of adjacent existing brickwork.

Reason: To safeguard the appearance of the premises and the character of the immediate area in accordance with the requirements of policy D1 [and D2 if in CA] of the London Borough of Camden Local Plan 2017. 



	5
	The scaffolding and fixings hereby permitted is for a temporary period only and shall be removed on completion of the urgent repair works.  

Reason: The type of structure is not such as the local planning authority is prepared to approve, other than for a limited period, in view of its appearance. The permanent retention of the structure would be contrary to the requirements of policy D1 [and D2 if in CA] of the London Borough of Camden Local Plan 2017.

	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade I listed British Museum, situated within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The proposed works affect the West Wing Galleries and the King Edward VII Building (KEB).

The application proposes the erection of 2 no. temporary scaffoldings to facilitate urgent roof and water ingress works to Galleries 17, 19, 62 (plant room) and 72 within the West Wing and the KEB.  It has already been agreed by officers that the urgent works do not require listed building consent, but there is a requirement for the scaffolding to be formally approved by the Council as it needs to be tied to the building envelope to ensure stability.  

It is proposed to resin-tie the scaffolding into the centre of bricks as the mortar between the bricks is too weak.  There will be 14 holes on the west wall of the West Wing and 12 holes on the west wall of the KEB, each hole will be 1.2cm in diameter. Once the scaffolding is removed, it is proposed to make good by replacing the affected bricks with reclaimed fair-faced London stock bricks of a matching colour, using shades taking account of the existing colour variation in the brickwork on both buildings.

The proposed works will be of a temporary nature with minimum impact as they affect back-of-house areas of the museum.  As such, no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade I listed building, nor to the character and appearance of the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. Bloomsbury CAAC was consulted and responded on 17 November 2022, raising no objection. Historic England was consulted and responded on 15 November 2022, authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit, with the letter stamped by the Secretary of State on 16 November 2022. The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.

	Your proposals may be subject to control under the Building Regulations and/or the London Buildings Acts that cover aspects including fire and emergency escape, access and facilities for people with disabilities and sound insulation between dwellings. 	This approval does not authorise the use of the public highway. No 020 7974 4444). Licences and authorisations need to be sought in advance of proposed works. Where development is subject to a Construction Management Plan (through a requirement in a S106 agreement), no licence or authorisation will be granted until the Construction Management Plan is approved by the Council.

	You are advised that any works of alterations or upgrading not included on the approved drawings which are required to satisfy Building Regulations or Fire Certification may require a further application for listed building consent.

	Noise from demolition and construction works is subject to control under the Control of Pollution Act 1974.  You must carry out any building works that can be heard at the boundary of the site only between 08.00 and 18.00 hours Monday to Friday and 08.00 to 13.00 on Saturday and not at all on Sundays and Public Holidays.  You are advised to consult the Council's Noise and Licensing Enforcement Team, Camden Town Hall, Judd St, Kings Cross, London NW1 2QS  (Tel. No. 020 7974 4444)

Noise from demolition and construction works is subject to control under the Control of Pollution Act 1974. You must carry out any building works that can be heard at the boundary of the site only between 08.00 and 18.00 hours Monday to Friday and 08.00 to 13.00 on Saturday and not at all on Sundays and Public Holidays. You must secure the approval of the Council's Noise and Licensing Enforcement Team prior to undertaking such activities outside these hours.




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraph 38 of the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
