	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is the grade I listed British Museum, situated within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The proposed works affect the King Edward VII Building (KEB) which, with its attached walls and lion sculptures, is listed grade I in its own right.  It was built in the years 1905-14 to the design of Sir John Burnet, assisted by Thomas Tait.  The building fronts onto Montague Place on the north side of the museum site, and houses gallery space and associated functions.  It comprises two storeys on a semi-basement, and has a symmetrical 21-bay Beaux Arts-style stone and marble façade featuring a screen of Ionic columns raised on a plinth.

The application proposes the replacement of a damaged steel-framed window on the south-east elevation at Level 0 of the KEB, including the removal of a redundant window ventilation duct and supporting brackets.  The window lights the Level 0 Photography Workshop and is likely to be original to the KEB.  However, over time the window has corroded and warped beyond repair, prompting this application to replace it with a matching window in terms of materials, profiles and fenestration pattern.  A Crittall W20 design has been identified as the closest match, which will have an opening section to ventilate the room in place of the existing unsightly ventilation duct.  To allow for the installation of the new window together with a conservation-led repair of the cracked stone cill, the existing external security grille will be temporarily removed and restored before reinstatement.

The proposed works are minor in nature and seek to sensitively replace an existing window at low level to the rear of the KEB, affecting a back-of-house area adjacent to the boiler house which is of secondary importance.  As such, no harm is caused to the grade I listed building, nor to the character and appearance of the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. Bloomsbury CAAC was consulted, but chose not to respond. Historic England was consulted and responded on 15 December 2022, authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit, with the letter stamped by the Secretary of State on 16 December 2022. The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision. 

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2021 and the National Planning Policy Framework 2021.
